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Our Historical Committee Chair, Mary Brady has shared 

two pages from 1948 editions of The Canter.   

The WSH Full Board met on January 7 and the WSH Executive Board 
met on March 16.  In full transparency, the following were discussed 
at the meetings. 

 The following were ratified to committee chair positions - Tammy 
Call-Jones (West Side Zone Coordinator), Camille Ducharme 
(Marketing), Tina Tominelli (Royalty), Gloria Marley (Awards), 
Kamie McDowell (Membership), Jessie McLaughlin (Publications, 
Convention, and East Side Youth Merit), Dan Moriarty 
(Enforcement), Stephanie Price (Youth Merit West), Mary Brady 
(Historical).  Positions are still open for Bylaws Chair, East Side 
Zone Coordinator, Legislative Chair, and Nominating Chair.  

 The 2023 Annual Convention will be held in Kennewick, Novem-
ber 10-12 at the Clover Island Inn.  Rooms are $94 (single) or 
$104 (double) plus tax per night.  The schedule was confirmed by 
the Division Directors and posted to the website. 

 Nominations are being accepted for WSH President (2-year term) 
and WSH Vice President (1-year term).  Interested parties should 
reach out to President Emma Tanner.  Additionally, the following 
Zones will be asked to hold elections in September / October to 
elect their Zone Director (2-year position) - Canal, North Central, 
Northwest Border, Prairie, and Zone One.  Names of elected indi-
viduals should be forwarded to Emma Tanner, as well.  The Zone 
Directors are ratified by the membership at Convention.   

 Treasurer Jessie McLaughlin is working to finalize the 2022 finan-
cials for all divisions and zones utilizing the WSH Tax ID #.  Infor-
mation from Canal and Puget Sound Zones has still not been re-
ceived. 

 Jessie McLaughlin also reported that the 2016, 2017, and 2018 
annual filings were accepted by the IRS and the non-profit status 
for WSH had been reinstated.  Annual filings for 2019, 2020, and 
2021 were also submitted at the same time, however, no infor-
mation has been received as to their current status.   

 Lisa Gardner volunteered to sponsor a buckle for the Trails and 
Pleasure Division for greatest number of hours in 2023. 

 The Lope On In club volunteered to sponsor the memberships of 
the first 20 WAHSET youth that Kamie McDowell recruits at up-
coming WAHSET meets. 

 Olympic Zone still remains inactive at this time.  Should this Zone 
be combined with another in their geographic area? 

 Board Members were asked to approve an extraordinary rule 
change from the HSD regarding Rule 9, Section 2, Paragraph C.  
The Board Members approved the following change to read, “If 
the sick official is the Steward, and a replacement Steward cannot 
be secured, a WSH judge (not already contracted to judge that 
show) can fill the Steward position for the show.  Show manage-
ment should reach out to the WSH LOC Chair for assistance, if 
necessary.  If a WSH Steward or Judge cannot be arranged for, 
the judges will continue without a Steward and will make all deci-
sions of the Steward.”  This rule will also be brought forward dur-
ing the HSD meeting at the 2023 Convention for ratification. 

 Upcoming Canter and e-Canter deadlines are March 15, June 15, 
and September 15.

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CONVENTION 2023 
This year’s Convention finds us back in the south central part of Washington State...home of Zone One.  This year’s convention 
dates are November 10-12.  As Zones, we can begin preparing by making plans to donate a centerpiece or $25 to purchase a 
centerpiece.  The items will be auctioned off at the end of Saturday's dinner.  Zones should also plan to hold their 2023 Officer 
elections in September or October which will allow the new officers to attend Convention in their elected role and be involved 
in various meetings.   

The registration fees for this year’s Convention are the same as last year and thus those members registering on or before 
September 30 will see a considerable savings in the registration fee and in the cost of the banquet meal.  This year’s host ho-
tel is the Clover Island Inn (435 Clover Island Dr - Kennewick WA) where we have a limited number of hotel rooms held for 
our members at the special rate of $94 per night plus tax (singles) and $104 per night plus tax (doubles).  This rate includes 
breakfast, high speed wireless internet service and desks in every room, FREE parking, and a $25/pet/weekend pet rate.  
When reserving, call 509.586.0451, be sure to tell them that you are with Washington State Horsemen to get the special room 
rate.  We are required to have a minimum of 10 rooms Thursday Night, 20 rooms Friday Night, and 20 rooms Saturday Night 
in order to meet the conditions of our agreement with the hotel.  We must also book direct with the hotel (rather than a third-
party entity) in order to have our room nights count towards the hotel agreement.   

 

 

 
 
This year’s Convention schedule is already uploaded to the WSH website.  Many agencies will be observing Friday as a na-
tional holiday and we are hoping that you’ll be arriving Thursday night / Friday morning to join us in the on-site fun that 
Zone One has arranged for us.  We will be making bath bombs and the estimated price at this time is $30 for six of them.  
Shower bombs, if interested may also be an option.  Please contact Zone One President Kim Lansing for more information.  
We are also looking into booking a line dance instructor for our Saturday (post awards) activity.   
 

A little more about our host hotel - it is just a quick walk Ice Harbor Brewery (complete with some amazing food).  The ho-
tel has onsite dining and lounge, as well.  Unfortunately, it does not have an indoor pool (nor heated pool)...we got a little 
spoiled last year.  It does have a small fitness center and sauna.  They offer an airport shuttle.  Rooms have a mini refriger-
ator and microwave.  They even have bikes that you can borrow if you’d like to take in some of the local sites and/or trails.  
The view...amazing! 
 

The area is called the “Heart of Washington Wine Country” with 200 wineries within a 50-mile radius.  The visitors center 
website reminds, “Our unique combination of mighty rivers and cloudless skies has made the area a center for hydroelec-
tric power, wind power generation, and solar studies.  The Hanford Site, adjacent to Richland, adds nuclear energy and 
environmental research to this mix.  Visitors are welcome and encouraged to explore the area’s REACH Museum and Ener-
gy Northwest’s Nine Canyon Wind Farm Visitor Center to broaden their energy knowledge.”  Home to the Tri-Cities Dust 
Devils (baseball) and the Tri-Cities Americans (hockey), we might get lucky enough to see a home game of the Americans 
while we are in town.  In Richland, Howard Amon Park is a little gem situated on the Columbia River, with lovely scenery and access 
to the Riverfront Trail, a paved 4-mile stretch of trail with scenic views of the only free-flowing section of the Columbia River.  Golf 
(almost yearround), axe-throwing, roller skating, brewery hopping, trampoline park, shopping, and more await our arrival.  If lucky 
enough, the Gesa Carousel of Dreams will be open to take you on a spin.  Grab the brass ring and your next ride will be on the house.  
The Tri-Cities have so many things to do if you find time to get away that we are considering a return here in 2024! 
 

FYI...Pasco was the first of the Tri-Cities to be incorporated, in 1891. Kennewick was incorporated in 1904, and Richland 
followed in 1910.  West Richland, a suburb of Richland, as well as the fourth largest city in the metropolitan area was 
founded by dissatisfied residents of Richland, who wished to be home owners rather than renters of government-owned 
houses, after the arrival of  Hanford.  Despite attempts by Richland to annex 
the community, they remained separate and eventually became incorporated in 
1955.  So is it really the “Quad-Cities”?   

The Tri-Cities' climate allows the region to have a broad and sustainable agri-
cultural economy. In 2012, the State of Washington was rated Number 1 in the 
nation when it comes to growing apples, hops, spearmint oil, sweet cherries, 
pears, concord grapes and processing carrots. The Mid-Columbia region includ-
ing the Tri-Cities grows most of these crops. The region's climate and irrigation 
from nearby rivers, like the Columbia, Snake, and Yakima rivers, allow farmers 
to produce corn, hay, wheat and potatoes.  A bit of trivia - The confluence of 
the Snake and Columbia Rivers marks a stop on Lewis and Clark’s historic ex-
pedition.  Sacagewea (correct spelling) State Park now stands there as a re-
minder of her influence on the trek.  Also Santino Fontana, the voice of Prince 
Hans in “Frozen” went to school in Richland.

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Daniel Ray Jagla, 74, a life-long resident of the Wenatchee Valley, 
passed away peacefully on February 11, 2023 surrounded by family 
and loved ones.  Daniel Jagla was born May 24, 1948, to Leonard Sr. 
and Evelyn (Manning) Jagla. Dan was the youngest of nine children. 
They grew up on Wenatchee Heights and were fondly referred to as, 
‘The Jaglas on The Hill’. They were an adventurous bunch of kids and 
spent their days racing down the hill, excelling in sports, riding horses, 
and farming the family orchard. 
 

He attended Wenatchee High School where he participated in football 
and wrestling, graduating in 1968. Soon after, he attended Highline 
Community College. Dan married the love of his life, Nancy (Reid) 
Jagla in 1969 and they had two children, David Jagla and Janelle 
Jagla. He was a jack of all trades working with irrigation, electricity, and 
welding. His most notable accomplishments surround horse racing. Dan was the most 
decorated gamer in history, earning “Supreme Rider” on two different horses. He was a 
lifelong member of Appleatchee and helped grow the club in the early 1970’s. Dan could 
ride any horse to its full potential and was always willing to coach other riders. After dec-
ades of racing, they considered the horse-community their second family. Nancy and Dan 
raised and trained many quarter horses on their ranch over the years. 
 

Dan would devote his free time to refereeing wrestling matches for over 30 years, and 
continued to support the local sports teams after. Those who knew Dan, know he was 
accident-prone and very tough. The running joke was that he had nine-lives, and he used 
each one to the fullest. 
 

He is survived by his wife, Nancy (Reid) Jagla; children, David (Samantha) and Janelle; 
grandchildren, Lauren (Michael) Curtin and Tre Jagla; great-grandchildren, Cash Macres, 
Kaiya Curtin, and Layla Curtin; his sisters, Dorothy Brunner, Donna Hoiness, Diane 
(Chuck) Darlington.
