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This year, we saw continued growth in both the North Central and Northeast 
Zones with their youth members (ages 17 and under).  Success comes when 
activities and meetings are held routinely and we want to thank the Zone Advi-
sors for their work this year hoping to see even higher numbers in 2025. 
 

As a reminder, Youth Merit’s “season” runs from August 1 to July 31 each year 
so right now is a FABULOUS time to get started!  Download a registration form 
from the WSH website, complete it (even if it states 2024) and scan / e-mail it to 
Jessie McLaughlin at the e-mail address below or mail it to her...either way 
works great!  Then reach out to your Zone Advisor (if you have one) or simply 
begin working independently in one of the workbooks, also available on the 
website.  Those not quite ready to write may utilize Workbook 1 as a record 
keeper.  Those that can write are asked to begin their journey in Workbook 2.  In 
both workbooks, read through all that they offer because there are already a lot 
of things that you may be doing that you could be earning points for such as 
attending a rodeo as a spectator, attending church, or donating to Goodwill! 
   
The Youth Merit program is open to all members 17 and under and is an “added 
value” to your WSH membership - there is no extra fee to sign up!  Below is the 
point system we are utilizing for awards in 2025:  
 

Participation Plaque (50 Points)  
Yellow Tag / Certificate of Merit (100 Points)  

Red Tag / Certificate of Excellence (200 Points)  
Blue Tag / T-Shirt / Honor of Excellence (300 Points)  

Bronze Medallion (500 Points)  
Superior Jacket (650 Points)  
Silver Medallion (800 Points)  

Supreme Buckle (1,000 Points)  
Gold Medallion (1,200 pts)  

$50 / 75 / 100 Cash Awards (1,400+ points)  
 

Sometimes a little confusing is the awarding of individual awards and high point 
awards so let’s take a moment to explain further.   
 

 Individual Awards are based off of your cumulative points (total points for 
each year you have participated).  We do have some “stopping points” in 
the system however to help the youth become more invested in the 
program over the years.  In year one, a member may earn their Participa-
tion Plaque, Yellow Tag, Red, Tag, Blue Tag, AND Bronze Medallion.  
Bronze Medallion is the first stopping point.  Even if you earn 800 points 
your first year, you will receive awards only through the Bronze Medal-
lion, but don’t fret, your additional points will carry over to the following 
year towards awards (as long as you earn at least 100 new points).  The 
other stopping points are Silver Medallion (year 2), Gold Medallion (year 
3), and one cash award per year (years 4+).  Once up in the cash award 
levels, the youth merit member will be asked to write a 500+ word essay 
on the topic provided for the year and share their essay (give a speech) 
at Convention during the Youth Merit meeting.  Topics range from horse 
diseases to “Horse Power Today”.  Over the years, the members have 
really done an excellent job presenting these speeches and we are look-
ing forward to the “next generation” of members to reach these levels. 

 High Point Awards are based off of your new points earned that year.  
We offer High Point Awards for 10 and Under, 11-13, 14-17, Community 
Service, and Overall High Point.  Each youth may receive only one high 
point each year.   

 
We are always looking for ways to improve the program and will be holding an 
informational meeting at Convention again this year on Saturday at Noon 
(November 9).  We encourage all youth members and their parents / guardians 
to join us.  Not only will be providing information and answering questions but 
we will also be awarding all of this year’s winners in the first four levels 
(Participation Plaque to Honor of Excellence).  We look forward to seeing / 
meeting you then.

WSH  BYLAWS 

 Please make plans to attend the Bylaws Meeting on Friday evening as part of the 
Board Meeting.  We will be discussing the following proposed bylaw changes.  
Bylaw changes passed during the meeting will then be moved forward to the 
Annual Meeting on Sunday for a membership vote.  Only proposed changes that 
have been submitted in writing to the Bylaws Chair and published in the WSH 
Canter will be brought to the floor during Convention.  No new rule changes will 
be discussed. 

STANDING RULES #3.  Change to read, “A person becomes a member of Wash-
ington State Horsemen immediately upon receipt of dues by the WSH Member-
ship Chair (if joining as an individual member), by a club secretary (if joining 
through a WSH Club), or by the WSH Steward at a WSH-approved horse show in 
the State Office.  Membership shall run from January 1 to December 31 of each 
concurrent year with membership renewal / sign-up to begin (or be applied) on 
January 1 of each year (paragraph revised November 2016).”  Submitted by 
Cheryl Moriarty. 

ARTICLE III / MEMBERSHIP.  Section 2 (Membership Classifications).  Change 
2b to read, “Family membership is defined as any one or two adults acting as 
head(s) of household and children age 18 or younger or through 23 years of age 
and enrolled in a school of higher learning living at the same address. Member-
ship for youth ages 18-23 must identify the school of higher learning that student 
is attending.  This would also include any impaired adults with adult caregivers of 
the same family (revised November 2008).”  Submitted by Janet Edwards.  

ARTICLE IX / COMMITTEES.  Section 4 (Finance Committee).  Change to read, 
“Finance Review Committee.  The President shall appoint the Chair and not more 
than six additional members, whose duties shall be to provide ways and means of 
financing the organization as well as review the Treasurer’s accounts and the 
financial records of any divisions or committees using the organization’s Tax ID 
number.  The six (6) members should be selected so such that diversity through-
out the State and divisions three (3) members reside in the eastern part of the 
State and three (3) members reside in the western part of the State if possible is 
represented.  Financial reviews shall be completed prior to the General Meeting 
at the Annual Convention and a report shall be made at the Convention’s General 
Meeting.  Zones that can prove that they have their own Tax ID Number shall be 
permitted to have their own bank accounts and financials and not be required to 
submit quarterly reports to the WSH Treasurer.  Each Zone or Club within WSH in 
any capacity, regardless of TAX ID being used, shall have no less than two (2) 
signers on ALL accounts, to be not related or residing within same household 
(revised November 2012).  The committee shall report its proposals to provide 
ways and means of financing the organization to the Board of Directors when 
requested and to the Members in Convention assembled, for adoption or rejection 
(entire paragraph modified November 2011)”.  Submitted by Jessie McLaughlin. 

ARTICLE IX / COMMITTEES.  Merge the Marketing and Publications Commit-
tees.  Submitted by Jessie McLaughlin. 

THROUGHOUT BYLAWS.  Reorganize Zones, Boards, etc. with the following 
representing the overall thought process.  Executive Committee (President, VP, 
Secretary, Treasurer, Immediate Past President) to review and update bylaws as 
needed. 

1. Delete Canal, Cascade, Northwest Border, Olympic, Prairie, and Puget 
Sound Zones individually.  Retitle geographic area west of the Cascade 
Mountains as “West Side Zone”. 

2. With eliminated positions from Board, move to have each Zone with two 
representatives - a President and a Zone Director, both elected by their 
Zones and ratified at Convention by the general membership. 

3. Eliminate the Executive Board and reorganize both boards (Executive and 
Full) into a Board of Directors consisting of President, Vice President, Secre-
tary, Treasurer, Immediate Past President, Presidents and Zone Directors 
from all four zones, Horse Show Director, Trails/Pleasure Director, and 
Western Games Director.  All other positions, i.e. Bylaws, Enforcement, etc. 
will have Chairs appointed who will be asked to attend board meetings as 
non-voting members and provide updates from their committees. 

4. Enforcement Committee members - 
Beginning in 2025, Zone Presidents 
will serve where Zones 1,3,5,7,9 were 
listed.  In 2026, Zone Directors will 
serve where Zones 2,4,6,8 were listed 
and thus the rotation will begin.
