A federal court 

ruling found that portions of the 2024 HPA final rule 

exceeded APHIS’s authority and failed to provide 

due process.  APHIS has also opened a public com-

ment period until May 20, 2025, seeking input on 

whether the postponement should be extended 

further.  I would encourage our members to make 

their voices heard and comment during this brief 

window of time.  To access the comment page more quickly, we have 

provided a QR code for you to scan. 

Please remember to renew your WSH membership early. If you are a 

club member, contact your club secretary to renew your member-

ship.  If you are a non-club member, feel free to use the back page of 

the Canter and mail to Membership Chair, Janet Edwards.

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Our Historical Committee Chair, Mary Brady, has shared two pages 

from  long-ago editions of The Canter.  Let’s step back into the past! 

The WSH Board of Directors met on January 11 and held 
their first “Board Brief” on March 18. Here’s what was dis-
cussed at the meetings -  

 The following were ratified to committee chair positions 
- Angie Argo (Financial Review), Tammy Call-Jones 
(Enforcement), Janet Edwards (Membership), Gloria 
Marley (Awards), Jessie McLaughlin (Bylaws, Conven-
tion and Youth Merit), Emma Tanner (Marketing).  Posi-
tions are still open include Legislative Chair and Nomi-
nating Chair. 

 Director Kimberly Lansing reported that she had placed 
two rule change proposals into the e-Canter for consid-
eration.  Rule changes brought to the Board are to be of 
an emergent nature.  Rule changes in Divisions should 
be completed at Convention.  After some discussion, 
Kimberly Lansing stated that the addition of a 65 and 
over category could be brought forth at the 2025 Con-
vention.  It was determined that the rule change pro-
posal presented at the 2024 Convention which read, 
“Change awards from horse and rider to just rider” 
resulted in some good discussion and a consensus by 
those present that they didn’t want the rule to apply 
across the board but to have a category of its own that 
allowed people to sign up in this method.  After addi-
tional discussion, Kimberly Lansing made a motion to 
call this category “School Master” that comes with its 
own set of awards.  The motion was seconded by Jessie 
McLaughlin and passed unanimously by the Board 
Members present.  To clarify a rider may ride as many 
horses as they choose in the “School Master” category 
and all non-judged riding hours will count.   

 Nominations are being accepted for WSH President (2-
year term) and WSH Vice President (1-year term).  In-
terested parties should reach out to the Nominating 
Chair.  Additionally, the following Zones will be asked 
to hold elections in September / October to elect their 
Zone Director (2-year position) - North Central and 
Zone 1.  All Zones should elect their Zone President (1-
year term), as well.  Forward names of elected individu-
als to the Nominating Chair.  The Zone Directors and 
Zone Presidents are ratified to the WSH Board of Direc-
tors by the membership at Convention.   

 Treasurer Jessie McLaughlin reported that all Zones and 
Divisions utilizing the WSH Tax ID # have returned their 
financial information.  Taxes were completed and filed 
by CPA Nancy Hayes. 

 Sun Basin Riders provided all required information to 
be considered a recognized club of WSH.  The Board 
voted to recognize the club.  The club is centered in the 
North Central Zone and the club contact is Erin 
Wieldraayer. 

 Upcoming Canter and e-Canter deadlines are June 15 
and September 15 (Convention issue). 

 Erin Wieldraayer updated the board on the Horse Pro-
tection Act and its potential impact on WSH Shows 
through the State.
